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On January 23rd and February 27th, the     

ReBuild Committee met with architect Peter 
Gisolfi to review the most current plans. The    
design had only a month earlier shifted signifi-
cantly. One of the exciting major changes is the 
location of the main sanctuary which will occupy 
what is now the small social hall extending back 
to the current playground. The most recent          
discussions centered on the updated schematic 
designs and included thoughtful and creative 
exchanges among committee members and Mr. 
Gisolfi.  Critiques and suggestions were            
offered regarding the new sanctuary, social hall, 
kitchen, classrooms, offices, and beit midrash. 
Updated drawings and pricing options are forth-
coming, ensuring that the renovation stays with-
in budget.  

The Sanctuary Committee also           
reconvened in the last week of February, taking 
an  in-depth look 
at the types of 
seating options 
available.

 The Areivim Initiative for Community Engage-
ment and Social Responsibility wrapped up its suc-
cessful speaker series on March 17, when Silvia      
Lederman, Volunteer Coordinator for My Sistersô 
Place, spoke about the organizationôs community edu-
cation work and the services it provides to Westchester 
victims of domestic violence, sexual assault, teen da-
ting violence, stalking and human trafficking. 
 Through the speaker series, we have been priv-
ileged to learn about organizations serving different 
segments of the White Plains community, but where do 
we go from here? First, we will be continuing to com-
municate with each of the organizations to determine 
how we might translate the talks into action. (See      
below for more details on how you can become in-
volved with the White Plains Youth Bureau.) Secondly, 
we want to hear from you! To this end, after Kiddush 
on April 28, we will have a learning activity and facilitat-
ed discussion where people can provide feedback on 
the Areivim initiative so far, and next steps. We are al-
so looking forward to launching a volunteer tracking 
app, so that members can record their volunteer hours 
inside and outside of shul allowing us to appreciate the 
breadth of communal good we are doing for the com-
munity.

April 28: Arievim Speaker Seriesò ñSpeak Backò            
session, after kiddush 
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Find Your Voice 
 

ñPlease G-d, just send someone else!ò That is Mosheôs 
exasperated plea to G-d as G-d is tapping him for leadership at the 
Burning Bush. As it becomes very clear, one of the main factors for 
Mosheôs evasion relates to his speech. Moshe calls himself a kvad 
peh and kvad lashon; he is heavy of mouth and heavy of tongue. He 
tries to evade G-dôs call to go before Pharaoh using that disability, but 
G-d wonôt have it. Aharon will be his mouthpiece, and Moshe will still 
go.   

Does it actually happen this way? Is Aharon indeed the 
mouthpiece for Moshe with Pharaoh and the people? Initially this is the 
case, as the Torah directly describes. But, what about going forward?  
Ibn Ezra insists that this is the case throughout the Moshe-Pharaoh 
saga, and then even afterward with Bnei Yisrael for the entire forty 
years of his leadership. It doesnôt feel that way to me. The Torah drops 
Aharon from the speaking equation rather quickly, and, in simple 
textual reading, it would seem that he stops playing that role in short 
order. However we are to understand Mosheôs disability, the Torah 
seems to want us to appreciate that it fades, disappears, and is no 
longer a factor. Moshe finds his voice. 

There is a profound lesson in this. Every one of us has 
important thoughts and ideas that need to be shared and deserve to 
be heard. Yet, all too often, there is something telling us to hold back, 
deny our speech. You can fill in the blank as to what the obstacle 
might be. It is likely not a speech impediment per se. The problem is 
more likely along the lines of what Moshe says in the same encounter 
at the Bush- ñwho am I that I should go to Pharaohò - a lack of 
adequate self-confidence, or self-worth. 

The message relayed by this story is that a person dare not 
allow an inner unconfident voice to silence an outer voice from 
speaking as it should. (So what that weôre no Moshes, and that weôre 
not receiving the messages from Hashem!) Perhaps it will take a 
middle step to help us to get there, as happened initially through 
Aharon for Moshe, but then, as I have read this story, the middle step 
will no longer be needed.  

This Pesach season, find your voice in areas that are 
important: on a social issue; on issues affecting the Jewish people, 
medinat Yisrael, this country, our neighborhoods, our kehillah, your 
family. Develop your thoughts, grounded in the concepts and values 
that are true, and then find your voice. Youôve got something, many 
important things to say about issues that matter. Find your voice, and 
use it. It will be for a blessing. 
 
With blessings for a chag kasher vesameach, a happy, kosher and 
redemptive Pesach.
